1. Call to Order and Attendance
Mike Reisman, President called the meeting to order at 7:32 a.m.

2. Approval of Minutes: January 27, 2010 Board of Directors Meeting
Mike Reisman asked the members present to review the minutes of the January 27, 2009 Board of Directors Meeting, and requested a motion.  A correction of the spelling of Dave Gordon and the inclusion of Lorie Hinton in the CARST program were noted.

3. Reports of Officers and Committees: 

a. Financial Report 
Kenny Maenpa, CAOA Secretary/Treasurer reported an overview of the current fiscal status of the Association.  The 2009 Federal Tax return was completed and sent to the IRS on time with a return receipt dated May 6, 2010, 9 days before the filing deadline.  A transfer was completed from savings to the checking to cover the costs of the conference.  Membership and Conference Registrations are coming in at a rapid rate and should maintain a positive budget for 2010.

b. Conference Committee Reports: 

i. 2010 Spring Conference (Aspen) – Mike Reisman complimented on the outstanding job that Jim Elwood and ASE staff are doing at this conference.  The venue, reception and evening events were organized and enjoyed by all the attendee’s.  Jim Elwood reported the there were 130 registrations and the conference is budgeted to net $4943.50. Currently the net will be $10,510 from the conference registrations and sponsorships. 
ii. 
Winter Conference 2011 (Denver)  - Kenny Maenpa recommended that there will not be a Fall conference and that CAOA will organize a Winter Conference in Denver.  The conference will maximize travel and business attendance of the membership with one night stay in a local hotel.  The agenda will include the Colorado Aeronautics Board – Grant Hearings; ½ day session, evening social event (i.e. bowling); and the Legislative Reception at the Brown Palace.  Dennis Heap offered to continue as the organizer of the reception.  The date for the conference will be the end of January or 1st week of February.  Kenny Maenpa and Lorie Hinton will work on a Hotel for the business sessions, meeting, and CAB grant hearings.  Dave Gordon offered to allow Division staff to share information on the work they did last year.
iii. 
Spring 2011 Conference (Ft. Collins/Loveland Airport) –   Dave Gordon reported that since he is no longer the Airport Manager, the City of Ft. Collins and Loveland remain committed to the Spring 2011 Conference.  The venue for the event is under contract with the Embassy Suites Hotel.  It is a new 300 room hotel with a large amount of parking that would be ideal for an equipment exhibitor.  Keith Reester, Public Works Director and Larry Mack Asst. Airport Director are fully briefed and supportive of hosting the conference.  Mike Reisman also offered his assistance since he is so close to Loveland.

Spring 2012 Conference – Troy Stover suggested an announcement at the general membership meeting.  It was briefly discussed other potential airports that have not hosted or have not hosted a conference for many years.  

c. Training Committee Report 
i. The Airfield Electrical Course – Ken Lawson gave an update on the training course free to CAOA member airports on May 11-13, 2010.  He advised there are 41 registrants with a good mix of airport maintenance employees from all over the state of Colorado.  ADB Siemens is sending four people and equipment to conduct the training.  A challenging certification test will also be given at the end of the course. 
ii. ANTN – Mike Reisman advised that the renewal will be this June 2010.  He will review the usage of the current 20 airports and begin pulling the use authorizations from airports that use the ANTN training the least and offering to other airports in Colorado.
iii. Environmental conference at DIA – Janell Barrilleaux is planning on hosting the conference again and will send more information later this year to the membership.  The conference will likely be in the fall 2010.
4. Business Agenda

a.
2010 Membership Renewal – Kenny Maenpa advised that it is once again challenging in getting all the membership renewals completed earlier in the year.  As of April, there were still 12 airports and 14 corporate members that had not renewed.  However there are a lot of checks received that we have not accounted for yet.  Troy Stover suggested that we reconvene a membership committee to help organize the annual membership drive as well as solicit new members to CAOA.

Colorado Aviation Resource Support (CARST) Update – Kenny Maenpa advised that the Team was LIVE on March 1, 2010 and Kenny and Hilary Fletcher are on the first on call for activating the team.  Scott Brownlee is working with FAA NW Operations center for notification to the CDOT – Aeronautics Division and the CARST.  Mike Reisman advised that the website is up www.coloradoaviationrecovery.com
c.
Capitol Solutions Update – Mike Reisman advised that we do not have to fight the fuel issue at least for 2010.  Dave Gordon and Jim Elwood suggested that we have Sandra take a look at the proposed Amendments 60 & 61 because they could have an even greater negative impact on Colorado Airports than the fuel tax issue.  Mike and Troy will contact Sandra to evaluate the Ballot issues.
d.  2010 Budget Supplemental – Kenny Maenpa advised that there needs to be a supplemental for the Aeronautics Director reception that occurred in March at Front Range Airport.  Mike asked for a motion for approval of a $5000 supplemental.

 Long Term Colorado Funding Strategies Update – Troy Stover suggested that we support the efforts of Scott Brownlee and the CDOT-Aeronautics Division as they continue to evaluate for the FAA the cost benefits and unique aspects of construction projects in Colorado that could represent a cost savings to the FAA and the State.  Kenny Maenpa recognized Chris Greene for his detailed efforts in gathering information from the State of Colorado’s engineering firms and airports.

2010 election of board members – Mike Reisman advised that there will be two elections at the general membership meeting.  The first will be the approval of the slate of executive officers that added Lorie Hinton as the Secretary/Treasurer.  The second election will be for the addition of the new board member to be filled by the position vacated by Lorie Hinton.

Mike also did discuss with the new President David Purvis and former President Iver Retrum the need to work toward a more diversified board that currently has mostly Centennial Airport business members.
