Special Board of Directors Meeting

1. Call to Order and Attendance
Michael Reisman, CAOA President, called the meeting to order at 10:30 am

2. Special meeting to discuss – Early release of FAA funding for Colorado Airports
Mike reviewed the executive boards meeting with the Denver ADO to learn more about the funding process and how the FAA releases funds for eligible projects.  
Troy recommended that the CAOA needs to press for better timing and earlier adoption of AIP spending.  Late release of funds adds a tremendous cost to projects due to the short construction season, incorporating winter shut downs, and volatile petroleum prices that force contractors to bid higher due to these circumstances.  We need to educate the Colorado Delegation on the value of passing and supporting AIP spending bills, and earlier release of funding that will increase a cost savings allowing more dollars to be spent on projects.

Scott advised that CDOT-Aeronautics is also working on efforts to develop a “2009 Colorado Mountain Airports Plan” that outlines the Colorado weather issues, Mountain (high altitude) airports, short construction seasons, freeze thaw cycles, NextGen increase of air traffic impacts to parking, ramps, taxiways, etc.
Scott also asked “What the Goal” Working with T.O. in getting some information.  Their goal is to get more money to Colorado and better timing with the FAA due to Mountain Airport’s unique characteristics. 

Troy recommended that a “White Paper”  with data and information should be ready by the legislative reception and the CAOA board meeting on January 27, 2010.  We have two objectives, working with the policy makers of the FAA and the Colorado Legislative delegation.

Chris reviewed the outstanding action items:  Troy will continue to gather information as much as possible to minimize the need to make changes.  Who else do we need to get data from?  ADG, Kimerly Horn, SHE, Armstrong, CH2M Hill, RS&H, HNTB, DIA, and AECOMM.

Wednesday January 27, 2010 is the date of the legislative reception.
