1. Call to Order
Michael Reisman, CAOA President, called the general membership meeting to order at 8:45 am.  A quorum of CAOA members was determined to be present.

2. Approval of Minutes: November 6, 2009 General Membership Meeting

3. Reports of Officers and Committees: 

a. Financial Report 

Kenneth Maenpa, CAOA Secretary/Treasurer reported that we are financially stable.  The membership renewals are slowly coming in as well as the conference registrations and sponsorship have been outstanding this year for Aspen.  We will have a positive balance for this Conference.  Kenny also provided an overview of the current fiscal status of the association and reviewed the 2010 budget supplemental and current profit/loss for the year to date.

b. Conference Committee Report: 

i. 2011 Winter Conference - Michael Reisman reported that there will be a consolidation of the Winter Conference to include the Colorado Aeronautics Board Meeting – Grant Hearings; a ½ day business session; and the Legislative Reception in the Denver area sometime in the end of January or first week of February 2011.  
ii. 2011 Spring Conference – Mike Reisman reported that this conference will be held in Fort Collins, CO. Arrangements have been made with the Embassy Hotel and conference center. The Embassy Hotel rate will be $125. This conference will be held June 1st - 3rd in Loveland, CO. Fort Collins - Loveland Airport will be the host.  
iii. Spring 2012 Conference – Mike Reisman solicited to the membership that CAOA is currently looking for a Colorado Airport to host the Spring Conference in 2012.  

c. Training Committee Report

Mike Reisman reported the following:

i. In the past year CAOA sponsored a Basic ASOS course in Grand Junction.  This year there will not be an ASOS (Airport Safety Operations School) in Colorado.  
ii. The Airfield Electrical Course is all set for next week May 11-13 at Front Range Airport.  There are 41 participants signed up for this year’s course, surpassing our goal of 40. The course will be given by ADB Siemens, with four company representatives planning on conducting the class with a certification test upon completion. 

4. Business Agenda

a. 2010 Membership Renewal - Mike Reisman advised that renewals are still lagging for this year for both Airports and Corporates, however we have had a good number of renewals in recent weeks leading up to the spring conference. 

b.  CARST Update - (Colorado Aviation Resource Support Team)

The founder of CARST, Hilary Fletcher advised that the Team went active on March 1, 2010.  There are 6 team members that include Hilary, Lorie Hinton, Mike Reisman, Scott Brownlee, David Ulane, and Kenny Maenpa.  Mike advised the website is linked to the CAOA website and is www.coloradoaviationrecovery.com
c. Colorado Aviation Business Association (CABA): Mike Reisman discussed the CABA group and had very good meeting with the President, David Purvis and Past President, Iver Retrum.  CABA is transitioning from its origins at Centennial Airport into a more regional group.  CABA hosted a successful “Aviation Saves…” event last month that had many important business leaders in attendance.  Ed Bolen, President of NBAA was a keynote speaker.  The event received good national industry attention.  Most of the goals of CABA are in line with CAOA goals.  CABA would be a very effective partner when dealing with national and state legislative issues.


d.  Long Term Colorado Funding Strategies Effort

Mike Reisman reported that a CAOA will be working in support of CDOT – Aeronautics efforts in leveraging earlier federal funding to Colorado airports that have longer runways due to altitude, and short construction seasons.
5. Legislative Issues Update

a.  Fuel Tax issue - CAOA has retain Capitol Solutions, a legislative lobbying and research firm to monitor and report any aviation fuel tax issues that may be proposed during the legislative season.  Currently there are no active proposals.


b. Military buffer zone - Did not make it out of committee.  It proposed to alter land use around certain airports, but would require cities and counties to give up their control over land uses.

c. Airport notification bill - Similar to the Water notification bill in that it will require the buyer to be notified of any airport near a land/home purchase. The bill was pulled by Representative Swalm.
d. Amendment 60 & 61 – CAOA will be reviewing the impacts to Airports and may need to employ Capital Solutions to evaluate these amendments if it is not too late.  These amendments as well as prop 101 will be on the November Ballot.  They are property taxes for enterprises, government bonding, and dramatic reduction in licensing that would impact capital transportation projects.
